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Questions:
Each person is unique, and each of us has some quality or skill to improve the world. What is your

skill or quality, and why and how can it help the world?

Explanation:

The world is complex and is rapidly changing. If you follow the news, it seems that problems are
everywhere. Some of these problems are global, and others are very local in reach. However, one of
the greatest characteristics of humans is our creativity. Humans succeed when they use their
creativity and skills to fix problems. This has been the case throughout our shared history. Of course,
each person does not have to change the entire world, but if we each manage to improve some aspect
of the world, then collectively, we will make the entire world a better place.

In the Ghibli movie, “Kiki’s Delivery Service (#c D 2#), the main character, Kiki, is trying to
imagine what special skill she has and how she can use that skill to “make herself useful to others.”
After some reflection, she realizes that flying is her skill and that she can start a delivery service and

help people. Please follow the same process. Reflect on your skills and how you can use your abilities

to help others (or the entire world).
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
